Dawson got quickest off the mark, and the Mercantile took a few strokes to settle down. When they did so they made up their lost ground. At Pakington-street they were in front, and for a quarter of a mile the boats led alternately. Sloan spurted and had a quarter of a length at the bridge. There was intense excitement when, with- out quickening, the Ballarat began to gain. One more spurt was made in the Mercantile boat, but without avail, and as the Ballarat shot ahead the two bow men of the Mercantile ceased rowing and then Sloan, utterly exhausted, stopped and fell lack. Both crews were cheered for their pluck.

.......................... There was a strong north wing blowing as the two crews took up their positions, midway down Coode's Canal, heading up stream, and Mr. S.H. Glowdie, the starter, had considerable difficulty in getting them level. When the pistol was fired, the Mercantile   began to strike over forty per minute, the Albert-park rowing a couple of strokes per minute slower, but they were the first to show in front. The finish of the stroke in the Albert-park boat was not so strong as that of their opponents, but they held their own by good use of the stretchers. As the boats cleared the east end of the canal (three-quarters of a minute) Albert-park went about a foot in front, but immediately afterwards Sloan, by a spurt, reached them, and then, just as he headed for the shelter of the Australian (north) Wharf, Donald quickened his stroke. The   Mercantile boat lost her balance slightly once or twice in traversing the broad water, but she was picked up smartly and kept going. Two or three times it looked as if the Mercantile crew were dropping back, but they were never more than half a length astern, because Sloan made spurt after spurt, and was loyally backed up by his crew. It was a great race between two well- matched crews, with differing styles, and the result became a question of condition and stamina. The problem was solved just before the Spencer street ferry was reached, or two miles from the start. The Mercantile made spurts in quick succession, and at last showed half a length in front. There was then a sign of failing in the middle of the Albert-park crew, and the life went out of the stroke. Once clear, the Mercantiles settled down to a practice swing, and rowed home nearly three lengths ahead. When Mr. C. B. Fowler, the judge, fired his pistol the chronometers showed the race to have occupied 14min. 16 2-5 sec for the 2 1/2 measured miles, a very good record under the circumstances. The crews were as follows:

Their win entitles the Mercantile to the championship pennant and the premiership, for which they scored 396 points, the Albert-park being next with 108.
