SOUTH YARRA HIGH SCHOOL.
The boys were dismissed on Friday afternoon without any public display. The following is the report of the principals (Messrs Connor and Batten) -
"In presenting our first annual report we feel that, notwithstanding the many difficulties attending the  Inception of our undertaking, we may claim to have performed work useful in character and lasting in results. A school should be judged by the progress made by its scholars as a whole, not by the performances of a few clever boys who need but little tuition.   We have, therefore, paid earnest attention to those who were backward, and who had hitherto made little or no progress. That our efforts have been successful has been shown by the result of our   examinations; by the repeated assurances of parents, and by the gratifying success of the pupils when in competition with others. At recent exhibitions (South Yarra, Try Excelsior, and Camberwell) the pupils gained 3 silver medals, 10 prizes and 23 certificates. Of these, 2 silver medals 5 prizes, and 23 certificates were for commercial work done in class without text book or copy. As nearly all who joined during the year were not qualified to do more than elementary work in the advanced subjects we cannot of course yet record any University success. One pupil was however, prepared in Greek, Latin, French (honours) English (honours) euclid, algebra, and arithmetic, and presented himself at the recent matriculation examination, the results of which are not yet out. In June last, our Mr. Batten passed three out of four pupils presented. In memory of their son Eustace, who   was being prepared by us for University pursuits, and whose lamented death occurred in July last, the    Rev J J and Mrs. Halley have given a special prize to be awarded to the pupil passing the best examination in the ' Life of St Paul '. Though the  boys have had to submit to a discipline apparently new to them, conduct has on the whole been good, and corporal punishment therefore unnecessary."

SCHOOL SPEECH DAYS.- SOUTH YARRA HIGH SCHOOL.
The following is the report of the principals (Messrs Connor and Batten) for 1896 - ' The general con duct of the boys has been good, and their   industry commendable, the more so as, for the most part, they faced a routine of regular work to which they were unaccustomed, and which at first they deemed a hardship. We believe-and the unsought testimony of parents justifies us in this belief -that every boy has made improvement during the year. The AMP Society recently held a competitive examination for a vacancy in its office. About thirty candidates entered and Keith Carlile, one of our boys, who would shortly have proceeded   to matriculation, gained the coveted appointment. The commercial work has been carried out on the system which won so many prizes in public competition last year.
This year, the president of the Chamber of   Commerce, Mr. R J Alcock, after a searching examination, in which he took part, pronounced upon our efficiency in this department in the following remarks, ad dressed to the boys - 'I have very great pleasure in being with you today and in witnessing the proficiency to which you have attained. I have known Mr. Connor for many years, he has always been regarded as a good teacher, and I consider you are fortunate in having masters so experienced and earnest. Speaking as a man   who started, as you will have to do, from the bottom of the ladder and with 30 years' experience, I know that commercial training in schools is greatly neglected. You will never regret the attention you are paying to this department. The work I have taken part in today will be unspeakably useful  to you all, especially to those going into business houses. You must remember, of   course, that correctness is the first requisite   from a boy. I consider the excellent sys tem under which you are taught should be adopted in other schools. I know a boy of 15, who has had the most expensive education at what are considered the best schools and, having tried him, I am sure the smallest boy here could answer questions in   arithmetic better mentally than he did on   paper. I consider your work is very satisfactory and thoroughly practical, and you deserve great credit. It requires good men to get good results, and I congratulate both you and your teachers ' " The following is the pass and honour list for the year:-

War Savings. A GILT-EDGE INVESTMENT. FORMATION OF LOCAL CENTRES: THE MOVEMENT IN BRIGHTON. The Federal Government require £20,000,000 to meet their liabilities in connection with the war, and they are appealing to the people of Australia to provide the money. For those who are unable to take up bonds a scheme of War Savings Certificates has been devised whereby persons of limited means can assist by purchasing stamps which are afterwards accepted by the Government in exchange for certificates.   The public of Brighton have sub scribed liberally to the various war loans, and in connection with the war savings groups the Brighton Rifle Club have been the means of raising over £3000. The returns received from the local post offices and banks show that certificates to the amount of £2758 have been issued, and £114 worth of war savings stamps sold. The Brighton Band have formed a group and to date have raised £516. Other organisations are interesting themselves in the movement, and have subscribed a substantial amount. Mr. B. Connor, of Church street, Brighton, is the organising secretary for Brighton, and he will be pleased to visit any workshop, factory, lodge, or any other meeting to explain the matter, and assist in the formation of a local group. Mr. J. Valantine, organiser for Victoria, and Mr. Connor attended the annual meeting of the North Brighton Men's Club on Thursday, and after the conclusion of general business ad dressed the members. The matter was taken up enthusiastically, and £68   were subscribed in the room, whilst war savings stamps to the value of £2 3s were disposed of. A committee was appointed with power to add to their number to form a group. The Mayor of Brighton (Cr. J. J. Hanby) attended the earlier part of the meeting, and at the request of the Federal Treasurer, advocated support for the Liberty Loan.

History

In the initial development of Brighton, most shops were located in Church Street which is a

mixture of Victorian, early twentieth century and recent shops. Local decorators McPherson

& Laurie first owned the shop believed to have been constructed in the c.1900s.

By 1910, this site was occupied by a pair of six-room brick shops owned by Thomas Butler,

an agent. One of the shops, valued at £100, was occupied by Mortimer Parden, a baker, while

the other, valued at £65, was occupied by Thomas Butler himself. He still owned the pair in

1917, when they were identified in rate books as Nos. 95 and 97 Church Street. The former

was then occupied by Basil Connor and Frank Alford, agents, while the latter was occupied

by George Trevarton and Albert Austee, grocers. In 1930, Trevarton and Austee’s grocer

shop still occupied No. 97, but the other shop had become tenanted by Edward Wells, an

agent.

The early years of the twentieth century saw continued commercial growth in the area and the

shop remains part of a significant phase in the development of the suburb. Oral history

indicates that it was also of local social significance as ‘the’ place to go for hardware.
