Mrs. T. J. Connor, [Emily Gibbons]- who died suddenly on 2nd ult., removes another venerable colonist of over 60 years. She was born at Reading, England, and was in her 81st year at the time of her death, which occurred at Rathscar, where she and her husband removed from Bacchus Marsh on the enlistment of their son. Be sides Mr. Connor (to whom all friends extend sympathy) there is a grown-up family of two sons and two daughters--Mr. B. G. Connor (Brighton); Mr. J. A. Connor (just returned. from Active Service), Mrs. J. H. Petch (London, a good friend to local soldiers), and Mrs. S. MacConnell (Rathscar). The funeral   took place at the Maddingley cemetery on Tuesday, 25th ult., at which Rev. B. Williams officiated.

Last Will of T.J. Connor dated 11 Mar 1924
I  Thomas James Connor of Rathscar in the State of Victoria Retired School Teacher declare this to be my last Will and Testament

1. I appoint my son-in-law Samuel McConnell of Rathscar Farmer to be executor and trustee of this my Will

2. I bequeath a legacy of twenty pounds to my sister Florence Marie Ferres

3. After payment of all my just debts funeral and testamentary expenses and the Probate and Estate duties payable on my estate I direct my executor to stand possessed of the residue of my Estate upon trust to divide the same into nine equal shares and to dispose of the shares as follows:-

Two shares to my son Barclay George Connor

Three shares to my son James Arthur Connor

Two shares to my daughter Adela Elizabeth Petch

Two shares to my daughter Emily Sylvia McConnell
4. I hereby revoke all former Wills heretofore made by me.
