SHEEP STEALING Three Months' Imprisonment At Sale General Sessions on Thurs day before Judge Foster, Frederick George Palmer and Robert Harrap pleaded guilty to stealing two lambs at Binginwarri. Mr. J. C. Lee appeared for the Crown. Mr. H. H. Montefiore, of Yarram, pleading for both accused to be treat ed as first offenders in view of their ages and good character, said from the inception of proceedings they had pleaded guilty. Their action in shooting two lambs was different from usual cases of sheep stealing. Harrap, was a single man and regarded throughout the district as an upright man. Palmer was a married man with six children. He had bought a property with assistance of one of the banks and if he were taken away from it, it would revert to the bank and his start in life would be lost. Sheep stealing was not prevalent in Yarram district. He had known no case dealt with there during his nine years' residence. The speedy manner in which the charge had been sheeted home to the accused would act as a deterrent to others. Restitution would be made for the lambs valued at £2 which would be paid to their owner irrespective of the court's decision that day. Montague Connor, agent, of Yarram, gave evidence as to the good character' of both accused. Harrap was a member of a very old and respected family
and was a hard worker and the charge was laying heavily on him. Palmer was a married man with a family and from a boy was a hard worker. If he were sentenced to imprisonment it would be a big hardship on his wife and family. His Honor said both the accused had pleaded guilty to the charge. They had committed a deliberate act and robbed a neighbor of two sheep. Sheep stealing was a serious crime and created a sense of insecurity. Both the accused were of mature age. Notwithstanding their previous good character it was impossible for him to deal with them as suggested by their counsel. Each of the accused would be sentenced to three months' imprisonment.
