Passing of Dr. Keith Whiting 

PEOPLE'S MAGNIFICENT TRIBUTE 

The high esteem in which the late Dr. Keith Whiting was held and the widespread regret at his untimely end were strikingly demonstrated on the day of his funeral. St. Andrew's Church was crowded, and many who had come sadly to pay their last tribute to the kindly, gentlemanly doctor were unable to gain admittance. Crowds stood silently in the street as the cortege passed. Two cars laden with wreaths preceded the hearse. The whole sad scene was a magnificent tribute to one who had won a place in the people's hearts, not only by the great service he rendered to his fellows, but also by the lovable qualities he displayed in per. forming that service.
By the passing of Dr. Keith Whiting many people lost more than an able medical adviser: they lost also a kind and genial friend. Gratefully they will remember his skill; affectionately they will remember his cheery smile, his sympathetic interest, his homeliness. By his death, which came with tragic swiftness, the community suffered a great loss. Headed by Matron Corderoy, sisters and nurses from the Parramatta District Hospital marched across to St. Andrew's Church. After the service, they lined up in two rows in front of the church, forming a laneway along which the coffin was borne. The service was conducted by Rev. H. A. Shaw.   "What a sudden passing," he said. "It seems strange that our beloved brother should have been taken away; he lived such a useful life. But our ways are not God's ways. He knoweth best. "I have no intention of praising one whom we all loved. I do not need to do that. The many kindly deeds he did, and the opportunity that was given to him, will be remembered long after we too have gone. "This I will say. He was one who loved his fellow-men. Many a time I asked him to do a kindness for some one, and he did it. Up at the Manse we have lost our best friend. I never knew a kinder doctor, or a more attentive doctor .... Let us look forward to the time--oh, we have so many friends to meet on that occasion! - let us look forward to that occasion when we shall meet again on the other side of the shore." Mr. Shaw also conducted the service at the Rookwood Crematorium; The chief mourners were Mrs. Keith Whiting (widow), Dr, Terence Whiting and Mr. Philip Whiting (sons), Misses Rosamund and Sybil Whiting (daughters), Mrs. R. A. P. Waugh and Mrs. Sylvia Moore (sisters), Dr. Cedric Whiting (brother). (Mr. Ivan Whiting; son of the deceased, was unable to reach Parramatta in time for the funeral.) SHE WAS THE LAST OF THE "BRISLINGTON" BRIDES
Final Romance That United Famous Families Probably for the last time in its romantic history a bride has crossed the threshold of historic Brislington, the house "built with gamblers' gold" at Parramatta, 127 years ago. The lovely old home in George Street was built in 1820 by ex-convict John Hodges who, tradition says, obtained the money in a hectic game of cards at the old Woolpack Inn, which then stood opposite. The turn of a card-the Eight of Diamonds-won for Hodges £1000 in gold.
Visitors from all over Australia have come to Brislington to see the Eight of Diamonds, worked in the brick of a rear wall. Brislington has been resumed to make way for extensions to Parramatta District Hospital, and there seems little hope that it will be saved from the hands of the wreckers. "The Last of the Brides of Brislington" was Miss Lylie Margaret MacArthur Brown, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Keith MacArthur Brown, who earlier on April 9, had been married at St. John's Church, Parramatta, to Mr. Bruce Wauch, of St. Leonards, Walcha. Present at the ceremony were four previous brides from Brislington, all members of the Brown family. They were Mrs. Mildred Lloyd   (1888), Mrs. Harrington Cowper (1891), Mrs. Keith Docker (1916), Mrs. Ruth Wharton (1919). ON HORSEBACK TO WED First of the Brislington brides was Miss Sigismunda Brown, who, in 1857, rode 150 miles on horseback from Paterson to Parramatta, to wed the new owner, Dr. Walter Brown. Police were called to control the crowd which overflowed from the church grounds to catch a glimpse, of the radiant bride, who is the great- great-great-granddaughter of Captain Philip Gidley King, who came to Australia aboard H.M.S. Sirius in 1788, and later became the third Governor of New South Wales. Mrs. Wauch is also the great-grand daughter of Dr. Walter Brown. Her wedding gown, of exquisitely woven Limerick lace, was lent by her cousin, Mrs. Carl Weeks, of Cronulla, whose great-great aunt Louisa Blomfield, wore it at her wedding 100 years ago.   Eighty-five years later, the dress was taken from its box of sandal wood to be worn by Mrs. Weeks. The beautiful hand-made veil of point face was made and lent by Mrs. Eric Erby, wife -of Dr. Eric Erby, of Wingham. Old-world frocks were worn by the bride's attendants, Misses Sybil Whiting, Helen Lloyd, and her small niece, Diana Borthwick. The bridegroom is a scion of another of Australia's pioneer families. Wauchope, near Port Macquarie, derives its name from the family. Mr. Colin Wauch was best man, and Mr. Colin Macarthur Brown was groomsman. Of 180 guests at the reception at "Brislington," sixty came from Walcha. They were received by Mrs. Alec Borthwick and Mr. Robert Wauch. Both bride and bridegroom served in World War II. They left by 'plane for a month's honeymoon at New Zealand. The bride's travelling frock of blue wool was worn with a blue feathered hat. Mrs. Norman York, sister of Mrs. Macarthur Brown, provided and arranged masses of blooms with which the old home was decorated.
