On Thursday evening an elocutionary and musical entertainment was given in the Town-hall, Prahran, by the pupils of the South Yarra Presbyterian Schools, assisted by the Rev. G. Mackie, Mr. T. S. Atkinson, Mr. James A. Ure, and several lady and gentlemen amateurs. The Rev. J. W. Inglis, who was in the chair, said he considered such meetings conducive to the happiness and calculated to improve the taste of the public, and he felt much interest in any scheme connected with Mr. Mackie's schools. He stated that the entertainment was given for the purpose of raising funds for making some alterations in the schools, over which Mr. Connor presided. The elocutionary part of the entertainment was most successful, and reflects great credit upon Mr. T. S. Atkinson, to whose judicious system of instruction the young orators are much indebted, as was sufficiently displayed in the admirable manner in which the recitations were delivered. Amongst the pieces most worthy of notice were "Love of country," and the "Queen's letter," by   Master Tope; "The young orator," and "Faithless   Nelly Gray," by Master Blackwood; the "Spanish   Champion," by Master Connor; and "Edward and Warwick," by Masters Connor and Tope, [possibly Robert Arthur Henry Connor aged 15?] which last was exceedingly well given, as was "The charge of the Six Hundred," by Master Reeve,   "Tell's address to his native mountains," by Master   Atkinson, and "The attractive young lady," by   Masters Allen, Stewart, Reeve, and Atkinson also gave great satisfaction. "The bashful man," read by Mr. T. J. Connor, excited much laughter, as did also. the "Frenchman and the flies," by Mr. T. S. Atkinson. The Rev. G. Mackie read an amusing selection from Cowper. "Sir Anthony and Capt. Absolute," by   Mr. T. S. Atkinson and Master Connor was excellently rendered. The audience seemed delighted with the musical interludes, especially with a fantasia from La Traviata, by Miss Slatford, and the "Blue bells of Scotland" by Madame Victorine Pett. A lady amateur sang "The Fairy Tempter" very charmingly.   A song by Mr. Llewellyn, and "Belle Brandon," by   Mr. Ure, were also deservedly admired. Mr. Tolhurst conducted with his usual ability. None of the pieces were encored, owing to a request by the chairman, as the programme was a long one. At the conclusion of the entertainment a vote of thanks was awarded to Mr. Tolhurst and the ladies and gentlemen who had so kindly lent their aid towards the evening's amusement, and also to the chairman. The hall was well filled, and the company departed evidently much gratified.

We received our New Year's gift from the government on the 1st inst., in the shape of their granting us the long promised boon of a postal delivery three times a week. Mr. Connor is the new contractor for the mails, and if he succeeds in carrying out his contract with anything like the regularity and despatch of Mr. Gregory, the late mailman, we shall have no cause to complain. The road from Port Albert to Stockyard is one of the worst in the colony whereon to be successful in coming to time, and it requires good horses, hard riding and very often a considerable amount of labour.

THE LATE MR. T. J. CONNOR. 

Old residents will remember Mr. Thomas James Connor, at that time in charge of the public school in Cameron-street (now a Trinity school). He then removed to  Hobart Town, and was one of the principal masters at the High School. Subsequently   he removed with his family to  Victoria, where he died on 30th May at  the age of sixty-seven. Mr. Connor was a most successful teacher, and was very  useful in many public capacities. 

The following notice of his death is extracted from the Gippsland Standard, of 3rd June : 

On Sunday, the 23rd ultimo, while sitting at the dinner table with his family, Mr. Connor suddenly became speechless  from an attack of paralysis just as he was finishing a short sentence addressed to his son-in-law Mr. Denham. He recovered   the use of the tongue immediately afterwards and remarked with surprise that he  had been unable to speak. A further attack, however, came on a few moments afterwards, and he became paralysed down the right side of the body, and Dr. Pearless was sent for to attend the sufferer,   but he never once rallied sufficiently to  inspire hopes of recovery, and on Saturday night last death came to his relief at   the moderately ripe age of 67 years. The deceased was a very old colonist, as will be gathered from the following brief outline   of his history since his arrival in   Tasmania in the year 1841. In that year Sir John Franklin (Governor of Van   Diemen's Land, then so called) sent home for a staff of efficient school teachers, and Messrs. Connor, Bonwick, Lowe, Hall, Rainey, and Chambers were sent out in response to that call as being first-class teachers. Mr. Connor was accompanied by his wife and their two infant sons and, as one of Tasmania's first pioneers under the education system, Mr. and Mrs. Connor had charge of the central school of Hobart Town for about fourteen years. After a sojourn of eighteen years in Tasmania, Mr. Connor came over to Victoria with his wife and family, and landed in Melbourne on the day when Flying Buck won the first champion race run in the colony [1 Oct 1859], but it is to the history of deceased as a resident   of South Gippsland that we desire more   particularly to refer in the present obituary notice. On the 29th of May, 1867, Mr. Connor took up his abode as proprietor of a station on the Jack River, in the Alberton   district, but in course of time the land   was rushed by selectors and the original  holder was compelled to abandon it with   the exception of one small section and the selection now held by his son Arthur. It   was at that stage of his history that the   subject of our remarks resumed his old calling, and as head teachers in the   Alberton State School both Mr. and Mrs. Connor were well and favourably known for a long series of years, but more   recently in charge of the Yarram and Port Albert Schools, as our readers are already aware. The deceased gentleman lived to see his family grow up in honour and respectability around him, and it must be a source of deep gratification to those who mourn his departure as the head of a large family circle that he was spared the pain of a lingering illness, and that from the hour of his attack until the closing scene he appeared to be conscious of the great change that awaited him and well prepared to meet it. Although no word was uttered during his illness, it was noticeable that when questions were asked or remark offered he signified his pleasure and acquiescence by pressure of the hand, and by this means communication was enjoyed until the evening of dissolution. The deceased acted with prudent fore thought many years ago by effecting a policy of insurance upon his life for a moderate amount, and as it is but reasonable   to expect that the Government will recognise the long and valued services of both Mr. and Mrs. Connor by awarding a sum equivalent to the retiring allowance that would have accrued in the ordinary way in the event of resignation, there should be no ground for doubt as to the provision that will be made for his widow and her unmarried daughters. The funeral took place on Tuesday afternoon in the Alberton General Cemetery, the remains being interred in the grave next  to that tenanted by his son, Mr. George Connor, who died at Alberton about seven years since. Among those who   attended the funeral it is worthy of note that the following members of the family were present :-Mr. Thomas Connor, of South Yarra, Mr. Charles Connor, of   Ballarat, Mr. Arthur Connor, of Alberton  (sons of deceased), also Mr. J. D. Ferres,   Mr. Denham (sons-in-law) and the two sons of the latter.

FAREWELL DINNER TO DR.   PEARLESS. (FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT). PORT ALBERT, June 23. Dr. W. R. Pearless was entertained at a complimentary dinner at the Ship Hotel, Port Albert, on Saturday last, for the purpose of bidding him farewell prior to his departure for New Zealand. The chair was occupied by Captain Slade, R.N., and the vice-chair by Mr. W. B. Hewden, and the assemblage included a number of the leading residents of the district. After the usual loyal toasts, the health of the guest of the evening was proposed in most kindly and genial terms by the chairman, who read a copy of an address which is to be presented to the doctor, and after eulogising him in his professional capacity, stated that he was sure the district would sustain a great loss by his departure, and he himself felt (and believed a very large number there had a similar feeling) that he was losing a warm personal friend. The toast was enthusiastically drunk, and Dr. Pearless responded in a modest, manly speech, saying that al though the prospects held out to him were of a most tempting character, his leaving was largely mingled with regretful feelings. The   strong westerly wind and showery weather of the morning prevented the attendance of a number of residents in the outlying localities, but with a rising bar and a good prospect of fair weather for the afternoon, those residents whose dwellings were within a radius of four or five miles from the show- grounds mustered in great force between 1 and 2 o'clock. Robert Anthony Scott deposed: I am a laborer, and sequestrated my estate on 16th August, 1893. Previous to that I had been cattle dealing for two years in Yarram and Traralgon. My mother lives at Devon, and she had a sale in December last. I bought some cows and heifers-£5S worth. I did not pay for them, as I had no cash. I gave a bill to Sweeney and O'Connor, auctioneers, for them. They never refused or hesitated to take the bill. I never told them that I wouldn't sell the stock except through them. Never told them at that time that I had a number of other cattle, nor that I had a block of land at Devon sufficient to pay all my debts. I had dealings with Sweeney and Connor before that, but I don't think for more than £20. Some of the stock died from pleuro, about five or six. I think about seven or eight were sold by Sweeney and Connor. Six were sold back to my mother, who gave me cash. I did not give it to the auctioneers. I got £2 a head for them. The money went to meet other engagements. I can't say to whom I paid the money. When the bill came due it was dishonored. I paid £8 or £9 off, and then. got a renewal for the balance. About a week after I signed the first bill, Sweeney and Connor wanted a stock mortgage, which I refused. I said they could have the cattle back if they liked. When the first bill was dishonored, the auctioneers did not ask my position. I never told them I had more than sufficient cattle to meet my liabilities, nor that I would bring in cattle to meet the bill. The bill was renewed for a month. Before the month was up, I had gone to look for work. All the other cattle were sold before I went away. Just before I went away, I paid my mother £10, which I owed her for lent money over two years ago This was about eight days before I went away. Between the time of my mother's sale and the time I went away, I couldn't say how much stock I sold, nor how much money I realised. I didn't keep any books. I had a banking account, into which I paid pretty well all the proceeds of the sale. £235 shown in the bank book included the purchase money of my land. I lost about 37 head of cattle, 30 from pleuro, and 7 in the creek. The cattle with the pleuro were kept in a separate paddock. I did not report it to the inspector. I took no steps to cure them, and told nobody about it. I sold the 12 acres of land not long before I went away to my sister, Mrs. Summers, for £150. It was a cash trans action. I don't know whether Mrs. Summers had a banking account of her own, Her husband knew she was buying the land. She wanted me to pay the money I borrowed, and I suggested she should buy the land. As soon as I got the cheque for the land I gave her back £63. I bought the land from Wm. Hare and gave him a cheque for £71 14s 2d. There was no house on it, but I built one at a cost of about £60. I never tried to sell it by auction. The whole property, for which I paid about £100, I sold for £150 to my sister. On 11th April I paid Summers a cheque of £5 for working at my house. After that again I gave my mother £6, and then drew a small balance from the bank, and left the district. I sold the land myself: it was not forfeited. The terms on which I bought the land were half-cash, 12 and 18 months. I didn't pay the last two payments. I know a man named Chester; never sold him any cattle, nor did he take any. I bought at my mother's sale some horses. The mare and side saddle I sold to my sister about three months before I went away, and while the bill was owing. I gave £5 for them, and got £7 10 for them. The sale was to my single sister, Mary Scott. The money went to pay some of the bills. A chestnut gelding I sold for 25s to the same sister. The chaff-cutter I sold to W. E. Summers, a brother-in-law, for 15s. I rented land from my mother for 5 years, and was to pay £35 a year for it. Paid £9, and left the land on her hands. Never told any of my relatives I was going to clear out. Some times I camped out, and sometimes I lived with my mother. The members of my family did not get all my money. Wm. Hare got £11 for stock. Just after my mother's sale I gave Hare some of the cattle in payment of a debt. I gave £2 a head for cattle at the sale. Over two years ago I commenced to trade. Had nothing when I started. I made losses by my dealing, and did so for about two years. At the time of my mother's sale I was living at my mother's place. She was away then. I paid her for my board before the sale. I made no appointments with any of the storekeepers in Devon, Yarram, or Alberton to meet them and pay some accounts. When I went away it was to New South Wales to my brother's. I took £5 with me. I was not long there before I cleared out, as I could find nothing to do. I might have been a month away. I don't know whether my brother had any money. On coming back to my brother's place in South Gippsland, I couldn't find anything to do. I have not been able to pay my debts far the last two years. I went insolvent through pressure of creditors. I haven't been doing anything but "snaring" wallabies. To Mr. Mellor: I started without capital about two years ago, and stock got cheaper and cheaper. There was no possibility of making a profit. I gave £132 for land, and spent £10 on it. When I found I could not make money at cattle dealing, I tried to get work, but was unsuccessful. The day I got the summons, I was recommended to go in solvent. Mr. Wise asked that insolvent be directed to supply full particulars of all insolvent's dealings for two years previous to his insolvency, to be filed by affidavit by the first of March. His Honor made the order. William H. Scott, examination summons. Mr. Wise for Sweeney and Connor, Mr. Mellor for insolvent. After taking the evidence, Mr. Wise made a similar application as in the previous case, which His Honor ordered. The court then adjourned sine die.

Lindsay made no reply to that, and it impelled His Honor not to send the case to the jury. No one would be safe if it was presumed that possession of stolen property implied having stolen it. ' A man purchasing honestly may by misfortune become possessed of a stolen animal. His Honor directed the jury to return a verdict of not guilty, and accused was discharged.

IN MEMORIAM
It is with very deep regret that we have to report the death of Mrs. Frances Helen Connor, which sad event took place on Friday evening, only seven days after her return from a trip to Melbourne. On her arrival at the Alberton station on Saturday the 25th of May it was evident that the now deceased lady was not in the enjoyment of her usual health. I fact she was compelled to take to her room, and on Monday, the symptoms were sufficiently serious to call for the attendance of Dr. Birch, who has been Mr. and Mrs. Connor’s medical adviser for a long series of years. It was at once ascertained by the doctor that Mrs. Connor’s condition was serious, as there was complication from liver and lung trouble, although not of such an alarming nature as to threaten fatal results. Prior to our issue of Friday we were pained to hear that grave fears were entertained. But even then it was hoped that the patient’s cheerful temperament, and thorough grasp of the case by Dr. Birch, would help the sufferer to pass the crisis and progress towards recovery from the sudden and unexpected visitation. That these hopes were not destined to be realised is now the sad experience of Mr. Connor’s hitherto homelike and happy household. For much dreaded contingency of heart failure at the most critical stage of the malady dispelled the last ray of hope, and the sufferer passed away quietly shortly after sunset on Friday in the presence of a sorrowing husband and bereaved household, the deceased having left one son and three daughters to mourn the loss of an active and self-sacrificing mother; of whom it may be observed with truth and sincerity that where Mrs. Arthur Connor was there was home. For those who knew her best and longest were the readiest to credit her with possession and exercise of those virtues that combine to form the invaluable character of a Christian mother and true woman. In every social effort for the furtherance of a good cause the late Mrs. Connor was a ready helper and cheerful giver, her valued services in connection with churches, schools and other local institutions being invariably endorsed, directly of indirectly, by the husband who now mourns her untimely departure from the field of human effort. In short, it was well  known to residents throughout the shire that whatever the one did the other would be sure to agree to. It was not a matter of surprise, therefore, that the funeral on Sunday afternoon was attended by the largest assemblage of district residents that ever passed through the gates of the Alberton cemetery, or that the floral emblems were so numerous that it was difficult to find room for them on the coffin or in the hearse. The chief mourners, in addition to Mr. Connor himself, for whom the deepest sympathy has been felt and expressed, were Messrs Thomas and Chas. Connor, Mr. Fred Spring and Mr. Arthur Burrows. These gentlemen, who are relatives of Mr. and Mrs. Connor, arrived from Melbourne on Saturday in answer to telegrams transmitted previous evening. The closing ceremony at Alberton Cemetery was witnessed by about three hundred people, in the presence of whom the Rev. J.C. Atkinson read the Church of England burial service in a very impressive manner; for having charge of the entire parish the vicar himself had personal experience of good work done in connection with the church  by the now deceased member of his congregation. Mrs. Connor was a daughter of the late Captain Spring, who had charge of the Helen S Page in the sixties and traded between Hobart and Port Albert, but died suddenly on board his ship from disease of the heart, leaving a widow, two sons and four daughters to mourn his early departure. But the circumstances attending his demise, as well as fatal illness of his son Thomas at Port Albert some years later, and the sudden illness and departure of his daughter Frances on the 1st instant, do but add force to the old time edict “In the midst of life we are in death.”

YARRAM - The annual meeting of the shareholders of the South Gippsland Creamery and     Butter Factory Company (cooperative) was held  on Friday. The directors' report showed that the   amount to the credit of the profit and loss account for the year was £364/16/10. There was a falling-off of 156,491 gallons of milk and 30,217lb. of butter as compared with the previous year, but, owing to the increased price obtained, the suppliers received £1,000 more. The average price   paid was 10 1/2d. Cream suppliers received an average of 11 1/2d., and the milk averaged 4 1/2d per gallon. The total payments to suppliers since the formation of the company amount to £84,652. In   view of increased business, a larger boiler and engine had been procured, the company's plant being increased in value to the extent of £1000.   The report was adopted, and the retiring auditor Mr. R. A. H. Connor, re-elected. For the month ending 6th November there was an increase of 49,000lb. of butter as compared with the same month last year, the business having more than doubled.

YARRAM BUTTER FACTORY. THE SUPPLIERS' BANQUET. TO THEIR DIRECTORS. After 14 years' service in the interests of the company, the shareholders and suppliers of the Yarram Co-operative Butter Factory have just tendered a banquet to their directorate, in recognition of their work in organising the company and raising it to the proud position of one of the largest in the State. In referring to their achievement, the Yarram Chronicle says '"This splendid result is mainly due to the energy, enterprise, and business capacity, of the directors, who have not spared time, labor, or financial risk in working the company up to its present high position. As they have received no reward, except such as might accrue to them as shareholders and suppliers, it has been felt for sometime that some recognition of their work should be made by the sup pliers. When a proposal was made to tender them a banquet, it was taken up most enthusiastically, and the result was seen at the shire hall on Tuesday night, when the building was thronged with about 150 farmers from all round the district." In responding to the toast of success to the Yarram Butter Factory, proposed by Mr. R. A. H. Connor, Mr. James McKenzie, chairman of directors, said, "Their presence there was a sufficient return for the 14 years' service he had given to the producers of South Gippsland. (Applause.) Mr. Connor told them of the output of £3,800 the first year and of £53,000 last year, but he did not tell them what was in the middle. There was a time after the company was started that it went along successfully. Then there came a little damper and things did not go as they liked. The supply went down and they tried to stem the tide, but did not seem to make any headway. Then they got a man on the board who insisted on them buying cream (Mr. M'Alpine). (Applause.) He was the father of cream buying and their output had increased ever since. He felt proud that they had reached their present stage. He thought their factory was the third largest in Victoria. For some time they had produced the largest amount of any factory in the State. As one of the directors he had to thank the suppliers for what would they do without the suppliers? When they had educated the suppliers to see that   their whole interest was to support the local company the suppliers came in, and they showed they could make the butter if they could get the stuff. The directors always knew they would have to keep pace with the times. They had started with a small factory and small machinery, and so they had to be continually increasing their premises and plant. There was only one little portion of the original factory left and that was in the middle and if he had his way he would scoop   it all out and have it new. (Applause.) However, that would come in time. They had turned out their largest amount of butter last season, and had   done it without a hitch and were always at the top of the market.   They had had many trials and difficulties with managers. They had men with high credentials who wanted high salaries, and who were utter failures. That was the greatest   difficulty the directors had to contend   against. However, they had got over that and were in a splendid position   in every market they sent butter to.   He wanted them all to remember that   they had an interest in the factory. It was their factory and their interest from the time they pulled the milk   from the cow until the butter was   turned into £ s. d. They should   therefore watch their interests all through. They should milk into a clean can, put the milk into a clean   separator, place the cream in a clean can and deliver the cream clean to the   factory. Let them remember it was   co-operation -they all assisted -assisted one another. Let them give good   clean material to the factory and they would get the best possible price for it. They had now opened their eyes to the fact that they were looking after their own interests by supporting their own factory. They should never divide their supply. (Applause.) If any other company said they would give them more for their butter fat they should remember that it could not last, and that the companies would go to the wall. Their company, however, was not going to the wall, it   was going to the top of the tree. The total amount paid by the company since its inception was £320,000. (Applause.) During the first year 662 cheques were made out and last year 5,500. That showed that the   people were coming to their own factory. The average cheque to each supplier last year was £250. They were doing all their great business on a paid up capital of £2217. When they talked about starting the company the suppliers were asked what the company could do without capital. The agents drummed that into them and they believed. If a man brought up amongst them told them anything they would not believe him, but if a man came from Melbourne whom they   did not know the believed every word he said. (Laughter and applause.) What they had said to sup pliers was bearing fruit, as was seen that night. (Applause.) Another child that he was trying to rear was co-operative selling. They   had held several meetings and they thought that the company was coming to a head, and in a month or two would be in full swing. They would be told about the fact that the larger amount of supplies brought down the cost of manufacture, but that did not apply to the marketing. During the first year they paid 4% commission for selling, and al though their output had increased enormously they paid the same last year. If they formed the selling company all they would charge would be the 4 per cent., but all they would pay would be the actual cost of selling, and the producers would get the balance. Last year they had paid £2200 for the selling of their produce. If the selling company had been formed they would have had at least £1000 of that to hand to the suppliers. (Applause.) Every ounce of Gippsland butter should go through the company, and if that were so they would have the market at their finger ends, as Gippsland was in its infancy as far as butter production was concerned. He wanted them to drum into the producers the benefit they derived from their company and would derive from the co-operative selling company. In conclusion he again said that their presence there that night repaid him for his 14 years' labor." (Applause.)

Yarram's first auctioneers were Mr. Arthur Gellion and Mr. Patrick Sweeney, this nearly thirty years ago, when the town was but a hamlet compared with its present proportions. The former changed to Gellion Bros., and later to Connor and Bodman. Mr. H. G. Bodman retired, and for a time the late Mr. R. A. H. Connor carried on the business. 
In 1891 the firm of Sweeney Bros. & Connor was founded, with Messrs, Connor, M. Sweeney and P. Sweeney as partners. Two years later Mr. P. Sweeney retired, and no further changes took place until death last year broke the bond which had subsisted for such a lengthy period, by the removal of Mr. R. A. H. Connor, who held a licence for 23 years. 
The firm enjoyed a very high reputation, and on the books to-day are the names of clients who from first to last have remained loyal. It came safely through the boom, and moreover proved a tower of strength to many a struggling settler. There was no "sewing up" with Sweeney Bros. & Connor so long as clients' purposes were honest.- The firm earned the goodwill of all, and terminates its existence with a name known throughout the State for its absolute integrity. 
The Gippsland & Northern Selling Co. takes over on 1st March, with Mr. Montagu P. Connor as auctioneer and local manager.
