Should any of the abovementioned predecease me or die under the age of  twenty one years or die over the age of twenty one years leaving no will their share shall become the common property of my estate. I appoint my said wife sole Executrix of this my will and give her the absolute right to determine when and in what manner the distribution of my property shall be made.
