MOOLORT PICNIC. A FRATERNAL GATHERING. In many respects April is like September, a month of shadow and shine. But the fair weather usually predominates, and so it is not surprising that this period of the year is generally favored for outdoor gatherings. Among those held in this district the annual Moolort picnic takes a prominent place. " Officially" this is a State school outing, but it has evolved into a fraternal gathering of people from all parts of the district. Each year quite a goodly attendance is present, enjoying a quietly pleasant time, and the picnic held on Wednesday last was no exception to the rule. From Maryborough, Carisbrook, Baringhup, Eddington, Rodborough, and Newstead, the distance to Moolort makes just a nice drive, and so it was not surprising to find that folk from all of these places responded to the invitation of the Moolort people. By mid-afternoon the yard adjoining the public hall was crammed full of all manner of vehicles, including several motor cars; and it is probable that the attendance would have been larger had not the clouds banked up a little on the threatening side. The weather, however, held fair, only a few drops of rain falling in the evening. There was no Parliamentary representative present on this occasion, the Hon. A. R. Outtrim, M.L.A. (who usually visits the outing), being unable to attend. The district councils were well represented, and the Maryborough Borough Council by the Mayor (Cr. H. E. Williams, J.P.) Most of the adults passed the afternoon watching the races or chatting quietly together. As a matter of course, the weather was a common topic of conversation, for certainly the whole country thereabouts badly needs rain. In the picnicking ground (Meredith Park), the ground was so hard as to make running about the reverse of pleasant. It would, however, take something more than baked ground to damp the ardour of holiday making youngsters. And it would, too, take something more than this to hamper the energetic enthusiasm of the ladies and gentle men who control the picnic. They were busy all day attending to their various duties. Fruit was handed   round during the afternoon, and tea served later in the open structure at the rear of the hall.
