THE LATE MR. T. J. CONNOR. 

Old residents will remember Mr. Thomas James Connor, at that time in charge of the public school in Cameron-street (now a Trinity school). He then removed to  Hobart Town, and was one of the principal masters at the High School. Subsequently   he removed with his family to  Victoria, where he died on 30th May at  the age of sixty-seven. Mr. Connor was a most successful teacher, and was very  useful in many public capacities. 

The following notice of his death is extracted from the Gippsland Standard, of 3rd June : 

On Sunday, the 23rd ultimo, while sitting at the dinner table with his family, Mr. Connor suddenly became speechless  from an attack of paralysis just as he was finishing a short sentence addressed to his son-in-law Mr. Denham. He recovered   the use of the tongue immediately afterwards and remarked with surprise that he  had been unable to speak. A further attack, however, came on a few moments afterwards, and he became paralysed down the right side of the body, and Dr. Pearless was sent for to attend the sufferer,   but he never once rallied sufficiently to  inspire hopes of recovery, and on Saturday night last death came to his relief at   the moderately ripe age of 67 years. The deceased was a very old colonist, as will be gathered from the following brief outline   of his history since his arrival in   Tasmania in the year 1841. In that year Sir John Franklin (Governor of Van   Diemen's Land, then so called) sent home for a staff of efficient school teachers, and Messrs. Connor, Bonwick, Lowe, Hall, Rainey, and Chambers were sent out in response to that call as being first-class teachers. Mr. Connor was accompanied by his wife and their two infant sons and, as one of Tasmania's first pioneers under the education system, Mr. and Mrs. Connor had charge of the central school of Hobart Town for about fourteen years. After a sojourn of eighteen years in Tasmania, Mr. Connor came over to Victoria with his wife and family, and landed in Melbourne on the day when Flying Buck won the first champion race run in the colony [1 Oct 1859], but it is to the history of deceased as a resident   of South Gippsland that we desire more   particularly to refer in the present obituary notice. On the 29th of May, 1867, Mr. Connor took up his abode as proprietor of a station on the Jack River, in the Alberton   district, but in course of time the land   was rushed by selectors and the original  holder was compelled to abandon it with   the exception of one small section and the selection now held by his son Arthur. It   was at that stage of his history that the   subject of our remarks resumed his old calling, and as head teachers in the   Alberton State School both Mr. and Mrs. Connor were well and favourably known for a long series of years, but more   recently in charge of the Yarram and Port Albert Schools, as our readers are already aware. The deceased gentleman lived to see his family grow up in honour and respectability around him, and it must be a source of deep gratification to those who mourn his departure as the head of a large family circle that he was spared the pain of a lingering illness, and that from the hour of his attack until the closing scene he appeared to be conscious of the great change that awaited him and well prepared to meet it. Although no word was uttered during his illness, it was noticeable that when questions were asked or remark offered he signified his pleasure and acquiescence by pressure of the hand, and by this means communication was enjoyed until the evening of dissolution. The deceased acted with prudent fore thought many years ago by effecting a policy of insurance upon his life for a moderate amount, and as it is but reasonable   to expect that the Government will recognise the long and valued services of both Mr. and Mrs. Connor by awarding a sum equivalent to the retiring allowance that would have accrued in the ordinary way in the event of resignation, there should be no ground for doubt as to the provision that will be made for his widow and her unmarried daughters. The funeral took place on Tuesday afternoon in the Alberton General Cemetery, the remains being interred in the grave next  to that tenanted by his son, Mr. George Connor, who died at Alberton about seven years since. Among those who attended the funeral it is worthy of note that the following members of the family were present :-Mr. Thomas Connor, of South Yarra, Mr. Charles Connor, of   Ballarat, Mr. Arthur Connor, of Alberton  (sons of deceased), also Mr. J. D. Ferres,   Mr. Denham (sons-in-law) and the two sons of the latter. [Henry James and George Hamilton Denham]

RAISING REVENUE. To the Editor. Sir,-Mr. W. Lofman, in the "West Australian" of the 25th May calls attention to a scheme for paying for public works, well worthy of serious attention from the Treasurer of this State. Mr. Lofman quotes the ex ample of the State of New Jersey in issuing State notes for the erection of a market, a reproductive work. The scheme was that the State -issued ordinary "greenbacks," or notes in paying for all the labour and material pro curable within the State itself, and there is no valid reason why our Treasurer should not have the powers conferred on him by Parliament for the same purpose. Are not Treasury bonds issued in times of stress, bearing interest? Why should they bear interest? Are not these Treasury bonds issued on the credit of the State? What difference is there actually and practically, if instead of bonds bearing interest to be redeemed after a fixed term, notes from £1 upwards were is sued, not bearing interest any more than ordinary bank notes do at present? Always providing that Parliament limits the amount to be issued in payment of works sanctioned by Parliament, undoubtedly the practical use of our Upper House would be emphasised if such a scheme were brought forward, because we should need the steadying influence that House, constituted as it is, has on chance factions, or impulsive legislation. If (and there should be no doubt on that point in the minds of all reasonable men acquainted with the vast possibilities of this State) the credit of the State is equal to borrowing from abroad millions of money for which millions of interest must eventually be disbursed without perceptibly decreasing the liability, as a large proportion of this loan money was paid in wages and for material within the State, would it not have been better to issue our own State notes and save the interest and heavy charges of loan floating? As to the objection that might be urged that the notes would have no value outside of the State, are there any bank notes in any State of the Commonwealth not subject to serious discount when negotiated in any other State? There is no call for trying to pass them outside our own State any more than that of the proprietary banks' paper. Let us take one most imperative work of the many foreshadowed in the Premier's policy speech-a dock (and that it should he a properly equipped graving dock of sufficient dimensions to dock the largest battle ship afloat is beyond argument) costing, say, £450,000, something like £400,000 would be for labour and State material, so that even if so much as £50,000 had to be sent out of the State for material the cost of the loan would he (supposing it were at 4 per cent. debentures, the costs amount at least to 1 per cent.) £2,500. as against £22,500 if the whole amount were from loan moneys. The difference--£20,000 per annum-would be for several years, putting the matter plainly, thus: £450,000 at 5 per cent. for 20 years, £450,000 interest; redemption at par, £450,000; total, £900.000. THE JAVA CATTLE TRADE
A Determined Attempt to Squash the  a Small Man  
Some months ago an account appeared in the " Western Mail " of an interview with a certain Mr. Angelo, and judging by the trend of this gentleman's remarks, he evidently posed as the god out of the machine   in connection with the cattle trade from Broome to Java. This interview has come by devious ways to Mr. Henry Denham, of Kangoo [now “Thangoo Station”] Station, Broome, and he has written a letter to his father expressing the greatest indignation at such an assumption on the part of Mr. Angelo, and gives the actual state of affairs. His figures of cattle shipped can be verified by the shipping companies operating between Broome and Java. Mr. Denham writes very warmly, and with a forcefulness which prevents the publication of his letter in full, but the following ' abstracts are sufficient for the purpose of demonstrating the difficulties and heartless opposition experienced by the small cattleman of the Nor'- west, and the bitter fight he has to put up in order to make both ends meet. 
Mr. Denham says :-" The Java trade, which has assumed enormous dimensions, was threatened by the infernal beef pirates. I sunk my differences with Walsh when I heard it, and am now working with him. Fool that I was not to stick to him before. Our gentle member, Arthur Male, the (uncomplimentary epithet here) tried to sell the whole lot to the pirates to gain his own ends. . He and Angelo went to Java to try and upset Walsh and grab the lot, but Jeune and Co. in Java were not taking any, so they came back and started to harass Walsh. Then I sprang into the   breach with Walsh, and together we ought to make Male howl. Had they succeeded it would have meant ruin to us small men here, and they even offered Walsh £1000 a year for three years, but he stuck out. I ship   the next lot of cattle for him, as on   my advice he went straight across to Java to see what had been done there. By the way, Angelo published a fine report about his trip across there. Well I cannot very well answer it, and our local rag has a (here an expression which implied an   ensanguined state of mental veracity)   at the head of affairs who is too lazy   to do anything but eat. Angelo simply reported what Walsh and I did,  and took the credit to himself. Walsh did the foreign business, and I sat   here to back him up at the right moment, and we opened up the Java and Eastern trade between us. Too much credit cannot be given to Walsh ; I only assisted him, and at the time   Angelo published that contemptible   libel of his about 60 head of cattle  being sent from Broome, over 2900 head had gone, and orders and space booked for 5000 more for Java alone We don't want any credit, but we don't want a-ahem !-like Angelo getting what is not due to him."
Mr. Denham's style is racy and vigorous, and he is evidently suffering under a strong sense of injustice, which leads him to express himself without circumlocution. If his facts are correct, and there is no reason to doubt them- then there is evidently a strong effort being made by our ancient friends, the Beef Brigands, to wipe out minor Opposition. If either Messrs. Male or Angelo have anything to say in contravention of the above, " The Sunday Times " will be glad to hear from them.

Out Among The People

AFTER Mr. Edwin Peake had introduced me to him, I enjoyed having a talk with Mr. Henry Denham, who spent 39 years in north west Australia, and is on his way to his birthplace in south Gippsland, Victoria, which he has not seen for 50 years.
"I have been chasing bullocks most of my time,' he told me; 'chased them as far as Java and Singapore, and tried to chase them to Colombo, but they would not have me.' As a fact, Mr. Denham and the late H. S. Walsh started the export of live cattle to Java and live sheep to Singapore. 'There was only one Broome,' he said. 'It had 350 pearling boats when I arrived there, and I was advised to carry a gun. I did have one, and had been among some pretty funny niggers. But, looking round the town on my first night, I saw 4,000 colored men allow a white woman to pass by without showing any disrespect.' Mr. Denham managed Hill station, out from Broome, for Messrs. Streeter and Male for 18 years, and while there entertained Lord Sempill, who had come out to inspect civil air routes. Lord Sempill entertained Mr. Sam Male (the general manager), Mr. Denham, and Capt. Gregory with amusing accounts of his experiences in Australia, particularly how he arrived at Alice Springs just before 7 p.m. one night, and was told they would have to send to Canberra for a permit to give him a meal after that hour, but he would not be able to get it until 'tomorrow night.' The landlady gave him a feed, though. 

An Act Of God? 

ALL sorts of things are happening to churches. The mysterious end of the one at Kongorong, for example, has fixed that district on the map more firmly. Mr. John Davidson said to me last week that the unguessable power of a willy willy baffles comprehension. In law it would be an act of God. In ancient superstition it would be dubbed a retribution for a transgression. 'I lived over the way round 1919 while establishing the dairy factory near the site,' he told me. 'Kongorong (can't go wrong) until 35 years ago was vaguely known as an out station of the Clarke's, of Mount Schank estate. The Government bought it about 1910, cut it up into 60 farm blocks, and sold them for 30/ to £3 an acre. 'The land had a very poor reputation, was regarded as unfit for settlement. Today it is a different story; selling prices range up to £20 an acre and more.
Jews In The Kimberleys 

I ASKED Mr. Denham what he thought of a proposed Jewish settlement in the Kimberley district. 'They would not stop there for a start,' he replied promptly 'However, there is one place in the Leopold Ranges they might like to go, because they would never get out of it. The cannibal niggers would get fat there for a while. 'It is one of the most gorgeous countries in the world. Somebody once asked me what were the great potentialities of our far-flung north? I said, 'Broken-hearted men at best.' ' Just now they are getting good prices, but I do not know whether it still costs them £7 10/ a head to get their cattle to Fremantle. 'There is a lot of talk about damming the Ord River for tropical agriculture. It will cost a lot to do that. The average wage in the Kimberleys now is 23/4 a day. There is trouble in Java 500 miles away but when things settle down they will grow the same products, and their wages are 10d. a day. The answer is simple to work out.' Mr. Denham enquired after Ralph Hack, whom he first met at Anna Plains station, out from Broome. Strangely enough, I was able to reintroduce them to each other a few minutes later.
